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Pupil Loaned Devices - Acceptable Use Agreement

XXXXXXXXXXXX SCHOOL understands the key role technology plays in maximising pupils’ access to learning and we are committed to ensuring pupils have access to the necessary facilities to carry out their work.

This agreement is between SCHOOL and the parent/carer of the pupil who is loaned a school device or computing equipment. It is valid from the date that the device is issued until the date that the device is returned. The device remains the property of the school and is subject to the relevant school policies.

This agreement has been created to establish the conditions by which your child may be loaned a device for the purposes of remote learning. It explains the acceptable use of the device which you should ensure your child adheres to at all times. 
You should read and understand the agreement’s conditions before consenting to the loan.
Your responsibilities include making sure that:

· You ensure the online safety of your child on the device, e.g. setting parental controls on your home broadband where necessary.

· You ensure that your child’s activity on the device does not bring the school into disrepute, this includes the use of social media.

· Your child will use only their own login and password and not share it.

· The device must not be used by anyone else in the household.

· Your child will only access the Internet with the permission and supervision of a parent / carer
· Your child will not access, copy, or delete other people's files.

· Your child will only use the loaned computer / digital devices for schoolwork and homework.

· Your child will not try to download programmes or apps or upload content to the internet without permission.

· Your child will only email or message people with approval from school and with oversight from a parent / carer. Any emails / messages / chats must be friendly, polite, and sensible.

· Your child will not copy other people’s work and pass it off as their own.

· Your child will not share their or anyone else’s personal information online, including photos/images without permission

· Your child will not arrange to meet in person anyone they have only met online.

· To help protect other pupils and themselves, your child must tell a teacher if there is anything they are unhappy with or if they see a computer warning message.

· Your child will ask for help from school staff if they are not sure what to do.
· Your child will take care of the device and any equipment they use and treat them with respect.
· The latest updates to operating systems and anti-virus software are downloaded as prompted by the device or the school.

If at any time there are any issues or concerns regarding the above measures, you should contact the school as soon as possible at XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX
Loss or damage

In order to protect the device, you will ensure the following measures are observed:

· The device is not left unsupervised when in use
· The device is kept in a secure place when not in use 

· The device is not left visibly on display in a car or at home 

· The device is used appropriately, e.g. on a table

· No marks or decorations, e.g. stickers, are placed on the device 

· No food or drink is consumed near the device.
